Homework activities
•
Students draw a picture of a rucksack with the contents labelled. They prepare to answer questions on it.

•       They write a series of true/false questions about the contents of their own schoolbag. In the next lesson, their partner has to guess which sentences are true and which false.
•       They learn the frases clave on page 19.

•       Students write a few words they have learnt on separate pieces of paper with the article un/una/unos/unas. Using mime or answering questions, they have to help their partner to guess the words.

Starter activities

•
Reveal the contents of your own bag or a student's bag. How many of the objects can students name in Spanish? They should ask you for vocabulary (write up  the phrase ¿Cómo se dice ... en español?).

Plenary activities

•       Students draw pictures for two of the schoolbag objects they have learnt in the lesson. Their partner has to guess the words by asking questions: ¿Tienes...? and they reply with Sí, tengo... or No, no tengo... They ask and answer in turns to see who can guess the other person's words first.

•       Students explain to each other in pairs how to make a word plural in Spanish.



ICT suggestions 

•
Students choose either plurals or negatives and create a PowerPoint presentation to illustrate the grammar point.



Creative activities

Students devise a rap or chant to help them remember the vocabulary of schoolbag contents.
