	About this unit :  In this unit students learn and use a range of new language in the context of school and transport.  Students are encouraged to form compound sentences with porque to say which school subjects they like or dislike and why.  Students build upon what they already know about using a verb + infinitive, and apply this to puedo and tengo que. Students are encouraged to think about the differences and similarities between Spanish and English schools.

Students use the language and structures learnt in this unit and apply this to reading and answering questions on longer reading texts. The texts focus on an aspect of Spanish or Latin American culture
