Homework activities 

•
Students draw a poster of Spanish instructions, inventing their own symbols.

•       They learn the words from the grid on page 9 and test their partner on the genders.

•       Students think of ways in which they can learn the genders of words as they go along and compare ideas in the next lesson.



Starter activities 
•
Mime some of the classroom instructions on page 8 and ask students to tell you what they mean. 



Plenary activities
•
In their own words, students complete the sentence 'Speaking lots of Spanish in class is a good idea because...' and then compare what they have written with their partner. Who has the best sentence?



ICT suggestions 

•
Students could use ICT to create their poster of classroom instructions (see under Homework activities).

•       They could start to compile a table of vocabulary under different gender headings.



Creative activities
•      Students devise a rap to help them remember the classroom instructions.

•      They make up a crossword or wordsnake including some of the classroom instructions for their partner to solve.
