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	Decisions of the EEA Joint Committee on the application of the New Merger Regulation to the EEA


	
	On 8 June 2004 the EEA Joint Committee adopted Decision No 78/2004 and Decision No 79/2004. These Decisions set up the applicability of the New Merger Regulation (an its implementing legislation) to the entire European Economic Agreement (‘EEA’) area (which comprises the 25 EU Member States, Iceland, Lichtenstein and Norway).

The above-mentioned Decisions amend the text of Protocol 24 to the EEA Agreement on cooperation in the field of control of concentrations, which deals with case referral between the Commission and the EFTA States, in cases in which the concentration affects trade between one or more EEA States and threatens to significantly affect competition within the territory of the EFTA State(s).
In this regard, the Commission has also the intention to adapt the text of Commission Regulation (EC) No 802/2004 of 7 April 2004 implementing the New Merger Regulation, for its application in the EEA. In particular, adjustments need to be introduced into the Form RS (Annex III of Regulation 802/2004), which deals with information requirements for pre-notification referrals under Articles 4(4) and 4(5) of the New Merger Regulation, in order to adjust it to the specific requirements of pre-notification referrals.
