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	The first, and to date only, application for judicial review made against a decision of the Competition Commission – that brought by Somerfield plc against the conclusion of the Commission that its acquisition of 115 stores and related assets from Wm Morrison Supermarkets plc would in 12 instances result in a substantial lessening of competition on local grocery markets – involved challenge to substantive findings and not the procedures adopted by the Commission.*
