	Type of update – Commission guidance statement

	
	In October 2005, the Competition Commission published a brief statement offering guidance on the variation and termination process.* This indicated that any request seeking variation or termination by a party or parties subject to undertakings or orders should be made to the Office of Fair Trading. Commission staff would then assess any recommendation made by the Office of Fair Trading, but would also be willing to consider additional information not previously submitted by the parties. A provisional decision on each case is taken on the merits by the Remedies Standing Group. It is this decision that is then published and made subject to the statutory consultation process. The Commission has committed to undertake its assessment in “as short a time period as is reasonably practicable”. Ultimately, any varied undertakings or orders will be included in the public register maintained by the Office of Fair Trading.
